Permitting sports and other activities to become the highest priority and at the same time permitting
Mass and/or Religious Education to take second place is setting values and developing habits for your
child which will become life-long. Religious Education sessions are not a substitute for weekly Mass;
they are an extension of the weekly liturgy. It is extremely important for your child to experience
ongoing attendance at weekly Mass with you and your family. A recent study shows that most adults,
who practice their faith today, had experienced regular attendance at Mass and Religious Education
before the age of 10. Obviously regular attendance at Mass and Religious Education should be of

paramount importance if it is to become a permanent value in our children’s lives.
