DECEMBER 1, 2024 + FIRST SUNDAY IN ADVENT

Today is the first Sunday of Advent, which is also the first Sunday of the new liturgical year. The Advent

season includes the four Sundays that precede Christmas. It is a time of preparation for the coming of the Lord. In
this season, we recall two central elements of our faith: the final coming of the Lord in glory and the incarnation of
the Lord in the birth of Jesus. The key themes of the Advent season are watchful waiting, preparation, and justice.
In this new liturgical year, the Gospel of Luke will be the primary Gospel proclaimed (Lectionary Cycle C). The com-
munity for whom Luke wrote his Gospel may have believed that they were already experiencing some of the events
Jesus described. Most scholars believe that Luke's' Gospel was written after the destruction of Jerusalem by the Ro-
mans in 70 A.D. At the time, many Christians interpreted this event as an indication that Jesus' second coming was
near.

Today's Gospel is taken from just before the passion narrative with“Jesus teaching in the Temple. We hear
Jesus tell his disciples about the need for vigilance and prayer as they wait for the coming of the Son of Man in glory.
It marks the conclusion of a lengthy dialogue in which Jesus predicts the destruction of the Temple in Jerusalem,
warns about the persecution and tribulations to follow, and identifies the signs that will signal the coming of the Son
of Man in glory. The Passage of time is an interesting thing in Scripture, we have a mixture of temporal things
(things of time) and eternal things (things outside of time) and often there is little or no distinction between them as
they play out in the narrative. Christ does not want us to worry about “when things happen,” but he wants us to be
prepared for “what will surely happen.” This world will end, but for Christians the end is really the beginning.
