The season
of Advent, which we begin again today, restores this horizon of hope, a hope which does not disappoint for it is
founded on God's Word. A hope which does not disappoint, simply because the Lord never disappoints! He is
faithfull He does not disappoint!" -Pope Francis

Pope Francis called us to reconnect with the beautiful mysteries of Advent, to rediscover ourselves, our faith,
and the purpose of family.

With our friends: Second, we can reach out to our friends and start our own Bible studies or prayer groups. Don't
have time for thate Just take turns texting short Bible passages or Advent reflections to the group each day.

With our families: Pope Francis often reminded us of the importance of family. During this Advent season, we
could not have a more perfect example of family than in the Holy Family journeying together towards the birth of
Christ.

This Advent season is a wonderful time to continue—or start—some Advent family fraditions, whether that
means lighting an Advent wreath each evening, opening an Advent calendar, or praying to the Holy Family as a
family. These are just a few suggestions to help you on your Advent journey.

There are of course many ways to prepare for the birth of our Lord. The important thing is to prepare. Let us
challenge ourselves each and every day to open our hearts to the Lord. Let us embrace this Advent season so we
might be ready to receive the Son of God on Christmas morning.
