     The Pope, on September 30, 2019, directed that the Third Sunday of Ordinary 

Time should be observed as the Sunday of the Word of God.  The Holy Father said that 

the annual date should be “devoted to the celebration, study, and dissemination of 

the Word of God.” Today is the 8th and final day, of the Week of Prayer for Christian 

Unity, January 18-25. The theme for the Week of Prayer for Christian Unity 2026 is taken 

from Ephesians 4:4, “There is one body and one Spirit, just as you were called to the 

one hope of your calling.” 

     From Isaiah we have another prophecy, concerning the messianic days, given by 

Isaiah in the eighth century B.C. It describes the new era of liberty and joy, which the 

future Messiah will usher in. 

     Just as the prophet announced a future of liberation and great joy for all of Galilee, 

through the image of light that dispels the darkness in which the people walk. The Gos-

pel, quoting verbatim the same passage of the prophet Isaiah, presents Jesus as the 

Light thus fulfilling Isaiah’s prophecy. He is the light that was promised to dispel the 

darkness of sin and to free man from the obscurity in which he is enclosed. The light be-

comes an efficacious means to express God’s involvement in human history. God 

manifests Himself as ‘The Light’ that disperses the darkness. The light illuminates, encir-

cles, defines things, emphasizes the colors and gives depth to space. The light heartens 

and comforts: to be in an enlightened place helps us to accept reality for what it is 

and makes one feel happier, 

more certain and protected.
