MINISTRY OF CARE CONCERNS

Seven Dolors “Ministry of Care” , through its priests and lay
volunteers, wishes to serve the spiritual needs of parishioners who
are hospitalized, homebound or in a care facility—with
Communion, Anointing or a visit or call.

Federal law prevents hospitals from disclosing the presence of
any patient to others, even Church ministers, unless the patient
or a caregiver has signed the HIPPA release.
Therefore, priests and lay ministers visiting the hospital will
not have a parishioner’s name on the Catholic List of admis-
sions when they go for Anointing or Communion unless the pa-
tient or their ‘caregiver’ asks the nurse to make sure he/she are
on the “Catholic List” and signs the required release.

By the same law, other care institutions like Via Christi,
Meadowlark, Stoneybrook and Good Samaritan Hospice can-
not reveal your presence or that of a family member. Once a pa-
tient leaves the hospital or another care institution, they cannot
tell us where they have gone! As a result we sometimes do
not find out about a parishioner in one of these care facili-
ties or an out of town hospital for weeks. A family member,
relative or friend must let us know!
